Healthy Packed Lunches 
Please can parents support us with 
healthy packed lunches.

Recently one lunch in the Junior 
school consisted of two iced 
fingers. One packed lunch in the 
Infant school consisted of two 
packets of crisps and two chocolate 
bars – clearly these are not healthy 
packed lunches and nutritionally 
would not support an afternoon of 
effective learning.   

 New Behaviour Recording 
System for the Infant school  
We now use the same software that 
is in the Junior School. This will 
ensure consistency across both 
schools.  
It is based on both positive and 
negative behaviours. We can record 
all good behaviour choices and 
good efforts made with learning. 
We also reward children with 
stickers. We record any problems 
or poor behaviour choices, what 
happened and what needs to happen 
to put the situation right. We have 
shown the children the system in an 
assembly. We will share with 
parents on parents evening relevant 
information about their child. We 
will also call upon parental support 
if a child is having problems that 
affect their learning and 
achievement.  
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Investors in Pupils 
 
During the current academic year we will be working towards the 
Investors in Pupils award. 
 
What is Investors in Pupils? 
 
It is all about the children taking control of their own learning. They will be finding out 
about resources in school including how much they cost and where the money comes from 
to buy them. They will develop a deeper understanding of the staff in the school and the 
role that they play. Much of the award is based around their behaviour and learning 
through independent and class targets. Each classroom will have a display to help keep the 
children focused. 
 
We believe that taking part in the programme will help the children achieve high 
standards in their education and will equip them with important life skills. 
 
 
 
 

Learning 
 
Each classroom's display 
has individual targets set 
by the children 
themselves. The display  
shows the progress they 
are all making and how 
this contributes to the class 
reaching its goals.

Each class now has an 
induction booklet which is 
for new members to the 
class including adults. It 
contains lots of important 
information and pictures. 
We hope this makes new 
people feel very welcome 
to the class and to the 
school as a whole.
